Relevance of biodiversity for the tourism sector

The loss of biodiversity and climate change are among the greatest and most important challenges of our time.
The current rate of species extinction due to anthropogenic causes is 1000 times higher than naturally. Many
resources and services vital to human life are produced on the basis of biodiversity and come from already
threatened ecosystems.

Companies use these ecosystem services and natural resources in different ways and thus have an impact on
nature. Therefore, even if only economic aspects are considered, companies depend on the conservation of
biodiversity, as further loss represents a potential risk for the future of many companies. At the same time, a
proactive approach to biodiversity conservation can offer new business opportunities.

There is a particularly close link between the tourism sector and biodiversity: Intact natural landscapes and bio-
diversity are not "assets" of a company, but valuable, limited and basic resources for the main business of the
tourism industry. Businesses have many direct and indirect opportunities to reduce their negative impacts on
biodiversity and promote its conservation.

The Biodiversity Check is a practical tool to take the first steps towards integrating biodiversity into business
management. This check enables the company to analyse its current situation with regard to the potential
effects and risks of biodiversity. In addition, the Biodiversity Check Basic provides initial recommendations on
objectives and measures that could be part of a Biodiversity Action Plan - integrated into the business frame-
work of the company (e.g. an environmental management system or a quality management system).

The Biodiversity Check offers:
e an analysis that corresponds to current environmental management systems
(analysis of the current situation)
o the first step towards integrating biodiversity into a company'‘s (environmental) management
o confidential



The Biodiversity Check is:

e no label or certificate

e no detailed analysis of the entire company and its relationship to biodiversity (Environmental Impact Study)

The Biodiversity Check follows the development of an environmental management system. The process fol-
lows an established structure in close cooperation with the responsible persons in the company. The different
units or departments of the company and their actual or potential impact on biodiversity are analysed taking
into account the five main causes of loss mentioned above. The result of the check is a Biodiversity Action Plan
that lists practicable actions, identifies priorities and proposes a timetable. This is discussed with the company
and, if necessary, further steps are defined.
